Benjamin Franklin Rollings was born Aug.
13, 1837, the son of James Lewis and Mary
Hargis Rawlings. He enlisted in the Army of
the Confederacy Aug. 15, 1861 at Bridgeport,
Ala. He served as a private in Co. A 4th
Confed. Reg. Tenn. Inf., was wounded at the
Battle of Murfreesboro on Dec. 31, 1862 and
was sent home. He married Louisa A. Tate
who was born April 27, 1849, the daughter of
John K. and Rachel Carmichal Tate. Frank
and Louisa lived in the Battle Creek commu-
nity. Louisa died May 24, 1880, leaving Frank
with three young children to raise. In his later
years, he married Mary Partin.

The children of Frank and Louisa were:

1. Lydia b. April 9, 1870, died Nov. 23, 1892
of tuberculosis and is buried in the Tate
Cemetery.
